This Country Event is part of the EuroMeSCo Annual Conference 2022 within the
framework of the EuroMeSCo: Connecting the Dots project, co-funded by the European

Union and the European Institute of the Mediterranean (IEMed). Co-organised with the Al
Ahram Center for Political and Strategic Studies (ACPSS), this Country Event will provide an
opportunity to discuss social justice and inclusiveness in Egypt.

The Egypt Country Event will gather around 40 participants from across the
Mediterranean and its neighbouring regions.

The candidates shall:
v' demonstrate interest in issues related to Social Justice and Inlcusiveness in the Euro-
Mediterranean and its neighbouring regions, especially in Egypt.
v demonstrated academic and/or professional background with regards to the given
country in which the event will be held.

HOW TO APPLY?

v' Please fill in the online APPLICATION FORM by including a short motivation letter
that should be related to the theme of the event.
Deadline for applications is 26 April 2022, 23:5%hrs CET.

v" The selection process will be completed by 29 April 2022. All applicants will be
notified by e-mail of the results of their application.

PRACTICAL INFORMATION

v" The IEMed will provide round-trip flight tickets, accommodation expenses and
meals during the Country Event, and will cover visa costs and COVID-19 PCR
testing fees (when needed).’

v' Participants will be also provided with more detailed information about the logistics
and operational aspects of the event.

v" This event is scheduled to take place in Cairo. Should the conditions not allow for a
fully physical format, the organiser reserves the right to change the format of the
event.
